TEACHING METHODOLOGY
 

Intrapreneurship and Business Innovation is about how to manage the innovation discipline inside a
big organization

Defining innovation as something new that brings positive change in terms of impact, we will review
how innovation impact on every area of an organization and what is mean to innovate from a
corporate perspective

The intersection between pure innovation and corporate business is a real challenge, that we will
face with real examples during the whole course

We will act as a Chief Innovation or Chief Trasnformation Officer and they challenge this role face
on a day-to-day basis, such as:

The course is thought to be more than 50% hands-on, meaning that the
students will not only learn about the concepts but will also apply them all.

We will start with a case (Industry, Context and Challenge) that we will work
through the whole course and that will be key part on the evaluation system. It
will a simulation of a new Chief Innovation Officer entering to the role into a big
corporation and being ask in the first 30 days to develop the whole innovation
model for the company.

The main goal of the course is to prepare the students with the concepts, methodologies, tools, and
experience to perform at a very high level on:

Assume it is wrong unless you either
know the answer or can cross-check it with another source. You are responsible for any errors or
omissions. You will be able to validate the outputs of GenAI for topics you understand.

·AI is a tool, but one that you need to acknowledge using. Failure to do so is in violation of
academic honesty policies. Acknowledging the use of AI will not impact your grade.

Suggested format to acknowledge the use of generative AI tools:
