
MOOTS GUIDELINES



MOOT ENROLMENT
On the 26th June, you will receive an email from the LLB office with a sign-up form for you to
indicate your preferences. You will have until the 7th July to complete the form.

IMPORTANT: Moot electives are available for all undergraduate students from their 3rd year
of studies onwards. Students are permitted to enrol in 1 Moot elective per academic year. 

Moot electives are each worth 3 ECTS. Students selected to represent IEU at the
international competition, will be enrolled in a 2nd part of the course worth an additional 
3 ECTS. These courses take place over the 1st and 2nd semester. 

Even if you don´t have electives in your study plan at the start of the year, you can still
participate! The schedules of these electives are compatible with your obligatory course
schedule (they will mostly be taught on Friday mornings). 

The selection process is determined by your preferences, seniority, and finally GPA.

On the 10th July, you will then receive an email from us with the results of the selection
process. You must reply to this email to confirm your enrollment. 

Once you have confirmed your placement, you will not be able to drop the course unless you
have special justification.

Below you will find a summary of the moot options available.

electives bidding process. Moots do not appear in the electives bidding platform meaning
the platform will NOT warn you that there is a clash.

Through the Jessup Moot
elective, 
you will prepare for a Moot 
Court Competition on 
International Law. This is the 
largest Moot Court Compettion 
with participants from 700 
different law schools located 
in 100 different countries 
and jurisdictions. 

The competition is a simulation
of a fictional
dispute between countries
before the International Court 
of Justice, the juridical
organ of the United Nations.
Teams prepare oral and written
pleadings arguing both the
applicant and respondent
positions of the case against
competing teams and before a
panel of judges, simulating a
proceeding before the
International Court of Justice.
